Like most modern birds, it had 
hollow bones.  Gallimimus was one of 
the more intelligent dinosaurs.  This 
dinosaur roamed a dry region of semi-
desert where plants were most plentiful 
along moist river banks.  We have no 
evidence that it gathered in herds.  The 
Gallimimus was capable of delivering a 
vicious kick with its sharp claws if caught by surprise by a tyrannosaur, but it was more 
likely to sprint away from danger scientist think.  It had a number of adaptations which 
suggest good running ability, but it is not known how fast it could run. Today, ostrich run   
         up to 43mph.   Fossil remains of this dinosaur were   
         discovered in the early Mongolia.  In 1972, it was   
         named by paleontologists Rinchen Barsbold, Halszka   
         Osmolska, and Ewa Roniewicz.  Gallimimus  appeared 
i         in the motion picture Jurassic Park.
